
LEVELLED TERRACES
The Terraces become levelled green common ground on 
air that allow different scales of gathering. 

EXPRESS AND SHUTTLE LIFTS
The residents have to first take an express lift to their 

own ground floor from which they can use the 
staircase or the shuttle lift between the 4 floors of 
the community. The express lift always opens to the 

community space within a cluster. 

VERANDAH - A SHARED EXTENSION OF THE LIVING
If the two unit owners wish to cover the verandah 
space they shall do so through perforated grills. 

The two living spaces and the vernadah provides the 
flexibility of turning into one larger space that can be 
used by the residents to host larger gatherings etc. 

PLAYFUL PATTERNS OF GLASS BLOCKS 
The Glass blocks are placed on the 

playground forming chess board pattern 
and other patterns. Children can play on 
it and it also allows the entry of light into 

the basement.  
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PLANTER AS PARTITION
The living and verandah space that can be shared with the 
adjacent unit is seperated from the rest of the house with 
a level difference and an indoor planter as the partition 
wall. 

THE COMMUNITY GROUND
Every four floors a common floor plate is introduced 

which is treated as the ground with trees and greenery. 
This common area is shared by maximum of 16 units. 

VEHICULAR AND PEDESTRIAN SEPARATION
The vehicular and pedestrian area is seperated by a wall 
that visually seperates the vehicles from the green spaces 
as shown in the above section.  
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FACADE TREATMENT 
The introverted residence is treated such that the exterior 
faces are blank, straight and monotonous. The only break 
in monotony is through colour that changes every four 
floors. The external facade that faces the interior of the 
block is more interactive.

BAY WINDOW DETAIL
The AC unit is placed below the bay window behind a 

brick jali. A concrete planter with a drip irrigation system 
for evergreen growth is situated beside the bay window. 
Bay window recess  cuts sunlight entering the room and 
provides a shaded concealable space for the AC unit.
